Preheat your oven to 220°C/200°C fan/gas mark 7.
Trim the pak choi, then thinly slice widthways.
Peel and grate the garlic (or use a garlic press).
Trim the cucumber (see ingredients for amount),

then quarter lengthways. Chop widthways into
small pieces.

Crush the peanuts in the unopened sachet using a
rolling pin.

While the duck roasts, pop the cucumber into a
large bowl.

Add the rice vinegar, sugar and olive oil for the
salsa (see pantry for both amounts) and a pinch of
salt. Mix together, then set aside.
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Pour the water for the rice (see pantry for
amount) into a medium saucepan with a
tight-fitting lid.

Stirin the rice and s tsp salt and bring to the boil.
Once boiling, turn the heat down to medium and
cover with the lid.

Leave to cook for 10 mins, then remove the pan
from the heat (still covered) and leave to the side
for another 10 mins or until ready to serve (the rice
will continue to cook in its own steam).

When the duck is resting, wipe out the the frying
pan and pop it on high heat with a drizzle of oil.

Once hot, add the pak choi and stir-fry for

2-3 mins, then add the garlic and cook for 1 min
more. Transfer the pak choi to a plate, then reduce
the heat to medium.

Add the soy sauce and honey to the pan. Simmer
until reduced by two thirds, 2-3 mins. Ifyour
honey has hardened, pop it in a bowl of hot water
for 1 min.

Remove from the heat, then return the rested duck
to the pan and coat it in the glaze.

Meanwhile, pop a frying pan on medium-high heat
(no oil). Once hot, lay the duck in the pan, skin-side
down, and fry until the skin is golden, 6-8 mins.
Flip, then sear the other side for 1 min more.

Transfer to a baking tray, skin-side up, and season
with salt and pepper. Roast on the top shelf of
your oven until cooked, 16-18 mins.

Once cooked, transfer to a plate and rest for 5 mins.
IMPORTANT: Wash your hands and equipment
after handling raw duck and its packaging. It's fully
cooked when no longer pink in the middle.

Fluff up the rice with a fork, then share between
your plates and top with the pak choi.

Cut the glazed duck widthways into 1cm thick
slices and and serve alongside with the remaining
glaze from the pan drizzled over.

Add the cucumber salsa to the plate, then scatter
with the peanuts to finish.
